Switching Gears | The Switchgear Project

When cranes were not a viable option to place two
switchgear buildings on pilings in a crowded plant,
refinery managers called on Berard to get the job done.
Berard engineers developed a plan to position the
buildings using Goldhofer PST-E transporters along
with matting to elevate the buildings to 8’ above grade.
Placing the buildings in the desired location required
precise operation of the Goldhofer units, which easily
situated the structures within one- eighth of an inch of
the design location, well within the customers required
tolerances. Using PST-E transporters proved to be the
safest and cost effective solution for the task. The
project was completed with minimal setup time, minimal
plant interruption, and at 25 percent of the capacity of
the transporters; the safe solution to a potentially difficult
situation.
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Atotal of 42 lines of SPMTs and 4 ppus were utilized to loadout
this 60’ x 40’ platform weighing in at 1000 short tons. Berard
did the project in one day which consisted of ballasting the
barge, rotating the platform 90 degrees in very tight quarters
and loading out onto the deck barge. The keys to this project
were spmts, ballasting plan and Berard’s many years of
experience in moving decks.
