The SPMTs were positioned in such a way as to fit between the
launch system’s beams, making easy work of both getting the OSV into final position as
well as removing the SPMTs. Steel plating was laid down to help with the wet and poor
ground conditions as the load traveled through the fabrication yard. Onlookers
watched as their countless man hours of work moved into position. The OSV was side-
launched a few days later where final outfitting will be complete and on its way to
making money.
